SURREY COUNCIL INCREASES FIREWORKS FINES
AHEAD OF HALLOWEEN AND DIWALI

Surrey, BC - During the Regular
Council Meeting on Monday, Surrey
City Council voted to approve
significant increases to fines related
to the sale and use of fireworks
ahead of Halloween and Diwali
celebrations.

“The increase in fines is in response
to the significant surge in complaints
related to fireworks leading up
to Halloween and Diwali,” said
Mayor Brenda Locke. “The illegal
use of fireworks poses severe risks,
including potential injuries,
property damage, and distress to
animals. Council has taken this
step to significantly increase fines
in order to deter the illegal use of
fireworks and to ensure the safety of
our residents.”

In Surrey, the discharge of fireworks
require federal certification and
permits from the Surrey Fire Service.
“The increased penalties will
help prevent reckless actions and
encourage everyone to follow the
law,” said Joey Jatinder Singh Brar,

General Manager, Corporate Services.
“These changes also give bylaw

officers and police the tools they need
to better manage firework risks.

We are reminding all residents that
only those with the right permits
should use fireworks, and those who
break the rules will face significant
fines.”

Under the current regulations, fines
for fireworks violations have been
relatively low, with maximums
reaching $s00. To address this,
the City is proposing substantial
amendments to the Fireworks
Bylaw, Bylaw Enforcement Notice
(BEN) Bylaw, and Municipal Ticket
Information (MTI) Bylaw. Key
changes include:

Increasing the minimum penalty
for fireworks violations from $100 to
$400 and the maximum penalty from
$5,000 to $50,000.

Raising the maximum MTI fine for
violations of the Fireworks Bylaw to
$1,000, which will facilitate more
rigorous enforcement.

Increased penalties wunder the
BEN Bylaw to ensure better
compliance and community
safety.

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Canada reaffirms ‘absolute’ support for
India’s territorial integrity

Toronto: The Canadian gov-
ernment has stressed that
it’s position on the territo-
rial integrity of India is “ab-
solute”. This was stated by
the country’s Deputy Minis-
ter for Foreign Affairs David
Morrison while appearing
before the foreign interfer-
ence commission in Ottawa
on Friday.

“Canada’s policy is very
clear that India’s territorial
integrity must be respected.
There’s one India, and that’s
been made very clear,” he
said.

Morrison, who holds a post
in CGlobal Affairs Canada,
the country’s foreign min-
istry, equivalent to India’s
Foreign Secretary, said that
position was “absolute.”
Morrison also acknowl-
edged that conversations
between the two countries
are continuing in private,

as reported by the Hindu-
stan Times recently. “We
have open channels, we are
continuing to talk to them
(New Delhi),” he said.

He also confirmed Hindu-
stan Times reporting that
Canada considers some of

the activity related to pro-
Khalistan elements as “aw-
ful, but lawful.” He used
that term during his tes-
timony, adding that there
were things “that many of
us want not to see” but were
protected under Freedom of

Speech rights in the coun-

try.
He also indicated that the
situation has improved

since September 18 last year
when the relationship went
into turmoil after Canadi-
an Prime Minister Justin
Trudeau’s statement in the
House of Commons that
there were “credible alle-
gations” of a potential link
between Indian agents and
the killing of pro-Khalistan
figure Hardeep Singh Nijjar
three months earlier in Sur-
rey, British Columbia.
“Thankfully, some of the
elements that underpin our
relationship with India have
been gradually restored over
the past nine or so months,”
he said.

“Canada and India are part-
ners going back many de-
cades. India is an increas-
ingly significant global

player and Canada is taking
account of that in its poli-
cies,” he said. He pointed
out that relations were on
the “upswing” last year pri-
or to the Nijjar affair which
caused ties to be “knocked
sideways.”

“We are determined to con-
tinue working with the In-
dians to restore some sem-
blance of the relationship
that we had, but we need
some accountability for
what happened,” he said.
India had described the Ca-
nadian accusations as “ab-
surd” and “motivated.” This
year, Canadian police an-
nounced the arrests of four
Indian nationals in connec-
tion with the killing. No ev-
idence of an Indian connec-
tion has yet been revealed
but Canadian law enforce-
ment has said that angle is
being looked into.

John Rustad Announces BC Recovers: A Plan to End the Overdose

Crisis and Restore Mental Health Services in British Columbia

October 8th, Vancouver, BC: John Rus-
tad, Leader of the Conservative Party
of British Columbia, today unveiled an
innovative new plan to end the public
health crisis caused by drug addiction
and mental health neglect under David
Eby’s NDP government, Rustad’s BC
Recovers Plan focuses on prevention,
treatment, recovery, and accountabil-
ity, emphasizing the urgent need for
real solutions to save lives and restore
safety to communities across the prov-
ince.

“British Columbia is eight years into
a public health emergency, and under
the NDP, it's gotten catastrophicall

worse,” said Rustad. “The reckﬁzss pol-
icies of decriminalization and so-called
‘safe supply’ have failed. More than
14,000 British Columbians have been
killed by drugs since the crisis began.
We need real leadership to end this
nightmare. Similarly, far too many
British Columbians suffer in silence
from trauma and mental health afflic-
tions but can'’t get effective treatment
for reasons of cost. That’s unaccept-
able.”

Ending Decriminalization and “Safe
Supply” Experiments

The Conservative Party of BC's BC Re-
covers Plan rejects the NDP’s failed
ideological approach to addiction. Rus-
tad called for an immediate end to de-
criminalization and the “safe supply”
of drugs, which he argues have wors-
ened the crisis and devastated commu-
nities,

“The Eby-Trudeau decriminalization

and drug distribution experiment is
an unmitigated disaster,” Rustad said.
“It’s time to get serious about saving
lives. We will end this reckless policy
and focus on real recovery—not en-
abling addiction.”

Prevention: Stopping Addiction Before
It Starts
The BC Recovers Plan places a strong
emphasis on prevention, with robust
drug education programs, an appoint-
ed Addictions Specialist to oversee the
overnment’s response, and a renewed
ocus on cutting off the supply of dead-
ly drugs.
“We refuse to accept addiction as a life-
style choice,” Rustad stated. “Addiction
destroys lives, families, and communi-
ties. We will focus on prevention—en-
suring that British Columbians, espe-
cially our youth, are equipped with the
knowled?e and support tgey need to
avoid falling into addiction in the first
place.”

Holding Harm Reduction Programs Ac-
countable

While acknowledging that harm re-
duction has a role, Rustad criticized
the NDP for making it the sole focus
of their approach. He emphasized that
harm reduction must be done responsi-
bly, with a focus on recovery.

“The NDP has allowed harm reduction
to spiral out of control,” Rustad said.
“No more free-for-all drug consump-
tion near schools and playgrounds. Our
plan will ensure that every safe con-

sumption site becomnes a meaningful
%ateway to treatment, not a dead-end
or people in crisis.”

Treatment and Recovery: Real Help,
Not Empty Promises

The BC Recovers Plan promises to over-
haul the province’s disjointed and un-
derfunded treatment system, cutting
down the 35-day average wait time for
treatment and expanding care capacity
to ensure British Columbians can get
the help they need without financial
hardship.

“We will make BC the North American
model for drug treatment and recov-
ery,” Rustad declared. “We will end
the cruel delays, close the dangerous
gaps between detox and care, and build
recovery communities that provide
professional, compassionate care for
as 10]18 as it takes to get lives back on
track.

Compassionate Intervention and Safe-
ty-First Solutions

To protect the most vulnerable, the BC
Recovers Plan includes the introduc-
tion of Christian’s Law, named after a
young man who tragically lost his life
to drugs after his family’s repeated
pleas for involuntary treatment were
ignored.

“Drug addiction often robs people of
their ability to make life-saving de-
cisions. We will not abandon them.
Christian’s Law will provide compas-
sionate intervention for those who
can’t ask for help themselves,” Rustad

announced.

Additionally, Rustad promised to es-
tablish specialized housing for individ-
vals with complex needs, such as those
with brain injuries caused by drug use,
ensuring that they receive the care they
require in appropriate environments,

Real Support for Mental Wellness

The BC Recovers Plan goes beyond ad-
diction, cornmittin%lto comprehensive
reforms in mental healthcare. Rustad
criticized the NDP for leaving too many
British Columbians without access to
the timely care they need.

“Too many people are falling through
the cracks of our mental healthcare
system,” said Rustad. “We will enforce
strict wait-time regulations, expand
access to mental health support in
schools, and build the infrastructure
needed to provide world-class care right
here in British Columbia,”

Building a Safer and Healthier BC
Rustad concluded by calling on British
Columbians to stand with him in de-
manding real change from their gov-
ernment,

“David Eby and the NDP have had their
chance—and they've failed,” Rustad
said. “It’s time to take back our com-
munities, save lives, and restore hope
for all British Columbians. BC Recovers
is our commitment to ensuring that no
one is left behind and that every British
Columbian can live a life of promise,
purpose, and dignity.”

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India’s foreign minister to visit Pakistan for the first
time since 2015

India’s foreign minister S
Jaishankar will attend a
meeting of the Shanghai
Cooperation  Organisation
(SCO) in Pakistan this
month, his ministry has
announced.

This will be the first visit
by a high ranking Indian
minister to Pakistan in
nearly a decade.

The trip comes after Mr
Jaishankar’s Pakistani
counterpart attended a
similar meeting of foreign
ministers from the SCO
in India last year - he was
the first senior Pakistani
politician to visit since 2011.
Relations  between  the
nuclear-armed neighbours
have been tense for years
and they have fought three
wars since they became
independent nations in
1947 - two of them over
the Himalayan region of
Kashmir.

The SCO is a political

PAKISTAN: RAWALPINDI DECLARES DENGUE EMERGENCY
AMID ALARMING RISE IN CASES

Rawalpindi: Rawalpindi has declared
adistrict-wide emergency in response
to a significant surge in dengue
cases. The Deputy Commissioner
has announced urgent measures to
address the outbreak, including the
establishment of emergency dengue
counters across the district.

Mobile teams are actively engaged
in efforts to contain the spread of
the virus, particularly the newly
identified variant known for its
heightened severity compared to
previous strains, ARY News reported.

WHO Expresses Serious Concerns

The World Health Organisation(WHO)
has expressed serious concerns about
the escalating global prevalence of
dengue and other mosquito-borne
diseases. WHO Director-General
Tedros  Adhanom  Ghebreyesus
has called for an immediate and
coordinated global response to tackle
this growing public health crisis.

He emphasised the alarming trend
of dengue cases nearly doubling each

year since 2021. In the first eight
months of 2024 alone, there have
been over 12.3 million reported cases
worldwide, resulting in more than
7,900 deaths - nearly double the total
cases reported for the entire year of

2023, reported ARY News.

About The Dengue Fever

Dengue fever can manifest with
symptoms ranging from high
fever to severe body aches, with a

significant proportion of cases being
asymptomatic, complicating efforts
in disease tracking and management.
The WHO estimates an annual global
incidence of between 100 million and
goo million infections, highlighting
the immense health burden posed by
this mosquito-borne illness.
Rawalpindi’s swift and
comprehensive response underscores
the severity of the situation, with
local authorities mobilising resources
to effectively contain the outbreak.
The establishment of emergency
dengue counters and deployment
of mobile teams are crucial steps in
mitigating further spread, ARY News
reported.

Meanwhile, the WHO’s urgent call
for collaborative efforts across borders
and sectors is crucial to address the
challenges posed by dengue amidst
changing environmental conditions
and health landscapes.

The need for coordinated action is
essential to curb the global impact of
mosquito-borne diseases.

HOPFIELD, GEOFFREY HINTON FOR DISCOVERIES THAT

ENABLE MACHINE LEA

Stockholm: The 2024
Nobel Prize in Physics
has been awarded to
John Hopfield and Geof-
frey Hinton for founda-
tional discoveries and
inventions that enable
machine learning with
artificial neural net-
works, the Royal Swed-
ish Academy of Sciences
announced on Tuesday.
The two Nobel Laureates
in Physics have used
tools from physics to
develop methods that
are the foundation of to-
day's powerful machine
learning. The duo used
physics to find patterns
in information.
In an accompanying
explanations of the re-
search, the Nobel Prize
body said that many
eople have experienced
oW computers can
translate between lan-
guages, interpret imag-
es and even conduct rea-
sonable conversations.
However, it said that
what is perhaps less
well known is that this
type of technology has

long been important for
research, including the
sorting and analysis of
vast amounts of data.
The development of ma-
chine learning has ex-
ploded over the past 15
to 20 years and utilises a
structure called an arti-
ficial neural network.

Machines can now
mimic functions such
as memory and learn-
ing and this year's lau-
reates in physics have
helped make this possi-
ble. Using fundamental

concepts and methods
from physics, they have
developed technologies
that use structures in
networks to process in-
formation.

While in machine learn-
ing the computer learns
by example, enabling it
to tackle problems that
are too vague and com-
licated to be managed
Ey step by step instruc-
tions. One example is
interpreting a picture
to identify the objects
init.

Hopfield created an asso-
ciative memory that can
store and reconstruct
images and other types
of patterns in data.

The Hopfield network
can store patterns and
has a method for rec-
reating them. When
the network 1is giv-
en an incomplete or
slightly distorted pat-
tern, the method can
find the stored pat-
tern that is most
similar.

Meanwhile,  Geoffrey
Hinton invented a
method that can auton-
omously find properties
in data, and so perform
tasks such as identify-
ing specific elements in
pictures.

The technology of ma-
chine learning using
artificial neural net-
works was originally in-
spired by the structure
of the brain. In an arti-
ficial neural network,
the brain's neurons are
represented by nodes
that have different
values.

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Canada’s sluggish housing markets in recovery mode following
third straight interest rate cut

TORONTO, Oct. 10, 2024 /CNW/ - Ac-
cording to the Royal LePage House
Price Survey released today, the ag-
gregatel price of a home in Canada
increased 1.6 per cent year over year
to $815,500 in the third quarter of
2024. On a quarter-over-quarter ba-
sis, however, the national aggregate
home price decreased 1.1 per cent,
following sluggish activity in most
- though not all - markets through
the summer months. Coast to coast,
sales volumes began to pick up i
September, and more than one third
(38%) of regional markets covered in
the report recorded positive aggre-
gate price gains in the third quarter
over the previous quarter.

“Despite three cuts to the Bank of
Canada’s overnight lending rate,

buyer demand nationally remains
weak, particularly among two key
groups: first-time homebuyers and
small investors,” said Phil Soper,

president and chief executive officer,
Royal LePage. “First-time buyers,
who are more sensitive to interest
rates, are adopting a wait-and-see at-
titude. With home prices essentially
flat and interest rates steadily declin-
ing, they perceive no penalty in post-
poni lg their purchase.

“Similarly, small investors who typi-
cally buy condominiums to rent out
and supply much of Canada’s rental
housing, are also hesitant. Elevat-
ed rates have made the financials
unworkable, with carrying costs
surpassi rental income. While
hlstoncalﬁr some landlords accept
negative cash flow temporarily when
properties are appreciating in value,
the current flat prices do not justify
many investments,” said Soper. “We
believe that both groups will re-enter

the market in significant numbers as
property values begin to rise again.
With further rate cuts from the Bank
of Canada likely this year, we an-
ticipate prices will appreciate more
quickly, eliminating the advantages
of waiting for first-time buyers and
making calculations more favourable
for investors.

“Total listings on royallepage.ca,
Canada’s most visited real estate
company website, reached a histori-
cal high in September, up 19 per cent
year over year,” continued Soper.
“Clearly, existing homeowners are
ready to move. And, all buyers have
more choice and less competition
thanis typical in our growing nation.
