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THE MAN WHO COULD BECOME CANADA’S
FUTURE PM

At 20 years old, Pierre
Poilievre already had a
roadmap for Canada.
Canada’s Conservative Party
leader - now 45 - laid out a
low-tax, small government
vision for the country in an
essay contest on what he
would do as prime minister.
“A dollar left in the hands
of consumers and investors
is more productive than a
dollar spent by a politician,”
he stated.

Poilievre is one step closer
to making his vision a

reality, and even gave
a nod to the essay in a
recent  interview  with
conservative  psychologist
and commentator Jordan
Peterson.

For months, Poilievre’s

Conservatives have enjoyed a
large lead over the struggling
Liberals in national surveys,
suggesting they would win
a majority government if an
election were held today.
Now Prime Minister Justin
Trudeau has announced he’s
standing down, and with an
election likely to be called
soon, Poilievre is promising
a return to “common sense
politics”™.

For Canadians frustrated
with a sluggish economy and
a housing and affordability
crisis, he is offering an
alternative to what he
has labelled as Trudeau's
“authoritarian socialism”.

A win would make him
part of a wave of populist
leaders on the right who
have toppled incumbent
governments in the west.
While it has invited
comparisons to Donald
Trump - and he has fans like
Elon Musk and others in the
US president-elect’s orbit
- Poilievre’s story is very
much a Canadian one.

A Calgarian with his eyes set
on Ottawa

Poilievre was born in
Canada’s western province
of Alberta to a 16-year-old
mother who put him up
for adoption. He was taken
in by two school teachers,

who raised him in suburban
Calgary.

“I have always believed that
it is voluntary generosity
among family and
community that are the
greatest social safety net
that we can ever have,” he
told Maclean’s Magazine in
2022, reflecting on his early
life.

“That’s kind of my starting
point.”

As a teenager, Poilievre
showed an early interest in
politics, and canvassed for
local conservatives.

Poilievre ~ was  studying
international relations at
the University of Calgary
when he met Stockwell Day,
who served as a cabinet
minister under former
Conservative Prime Minister
Stephen Harper.

At the time, Day was
seeking the leadership of the
Canadian Alliance - a right-
wing party with Alberta

roots that became part of the
modern-day Conservatives
in a 2003 merger - and he
tapped Poilievre to help with
campus outreach.

“He impressed me from the
start,” Day told the BBC in
an interview. “He seemed to
be a level-headed guy, but
full of energy and able to
catch people’s attention.”
Day’s leadership bid was
successful, and he set out
for Ottawa with Poilievre
as his assistant. Some time
after, Poilievre walked into
his office on a cold winter
night to ask his opinion
about potentially running
for office.

Poilievre went on to win a
seat in Ottawa in 2004 at
the age of 25, making him
one of the youngest elected
Conservatives at the time.
He has held that seat since.

From “Skippy” to party
leader
In Ottawa, DPoilievre was

given the nickname Skippy

by peers and foes alike due to
to his youthful enthusiasm
and sharp tongue.

He built a reputation for
being “highly combative
and partisan”, said Randy
Besco, an assistant professor
of political science at the
University of Toronto.
Behind the closed doors
of  Conservative caucus
meetings, Poilievre showed
his diplomatic side, Day
said.

“Pierre was always good at
saying, ‘Okay, you know
what? 1 hadn’t thought of
that,’” or he would listen and
say: ‘Have you thought of
this?"” said Day.

Still, confrontational politics
became a cornerstone of
Poilievre’s public persona.
After becoming Conservative
leader in 2022, he would
target Trudeau with biting
remarks as a way to connect
with disaffected voters.

It has landed him in trouble
at times. In April, he was
expelled from the House of
Commons for calling the
prime minister a “wacko”.
Poilievre told the Montreal
Gazette in June that he is a
fan of “straight talk”.

“I think when politesse is
in conflict with the truth, I
choose the truth,” he said.
“I think we've been too
polite for too long with our
political class.”

His combative style has
also been divisive, and
he has been criticised for
oversimplifying  complex
issues for political gain.
While Canadians have been
open to the opposition
leader’s message as a change
from Trudeau’s brand of
progressive politics, just
over half of them hold an
unfavourable opinion of
him, according to the latest
polls.

Poilievre has also had to shift
his sights since Trudeau’s
resignation announcement,
to get ahead of the inevitable
match-up between him and
the next Liberal leader.
Poilievre on  populism,
immigration and Trump

The Conservative leader has
been described as a “soft”

populistforhisdirectappeals
to everyday Canadians and
criticism of establishment
elites, including corporate
Canada.

He came out in support
of those who protested
vaccine mandates during
the 2021 “Freedom Convoy”
demonstrations that
gridlocked  Ottawa  for
weeks.

He has pledged to deliver
“the biggest crackdown on
crime in Canadian history”,
promising to keep repeat
offenders behind bars.

On social matters, Poilievre
has rarely weighed in
- something Prof Besco
said is typical of senior
Conservatives, who see these
topics as “a losing issue”.

While Poilievre voted against
legalising gay marriage in
the early 2000s, he recently
said it will remain legal “full
stop” if he is elected.

The Conservatives also do
not support legislation to
regulate abortion, though
they allow MPs to vote freely
on the issue.

“I would lead a small
government that minds its
own business,” Poilievre
said in June.

Amid a public debate in
Canada in recent months
on immigration, the party
has said it would tie levels
of newcomers to the number
of new homes built, and
focus on bringing in skilled
workers.

Poilievre’s wife, Anaida,
arrived in Canada as a
child refugee from Caracas,
Venezuela.

The Conservative leader has
pushed for the integration
of  newcomers, saying
Canada does not need to be a
“hyphenated society”.

One of his major promises
- to cut Trudeau's national
carbon pricing programme,
arguing it is a financial
burden for families - has
raised questions over how

his  government would
tackle pressing issues like
climate change.
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WHY THE TRUDEAU ERA HAS COME TO AN END NOW

For months now, Canada’s Prime Min-
ister Justin Trudeau has been asked
variations of the same question: “Will
you step down?”

But though he vowed to stay on as
Liberal Party leader - despite deepen-
ing frustrations amongst voters and
a political rival surging in the Polls -
even the self-described “fighter” could
not withstand the growing chorus of
members of his own party calling for
him to resign.

“This country deserves a real choice
in the next election, and it has be-
come clear to me that if I'm having to
fight internal battles, I cannot be the
best option in that election,” Trudeau
conceded on Monday, announcing his
resignation in front of Rideau Cot-
tage, his official residence for most of
the last decade.

He will stay on as prime minister until
a new Liberal Party leader is chosen,
at a date yet to be set by the party.
Trudeau asked for parliament to be
prorogued - or suspended - until 24
March to give time for the party to
find a new leader.

Trudeau swept to power nearly a de-
cade ago, heralded as the fresh face of
progressive politics.

In 2015, swayed by his youthful charis-
ma and a hopeful political message,
voters catapulted the Liberals from a
third-place party to holding a major-
ity of seats in parliament - unprece-
dented in Canadian political history.
Now, he remains the only leader left
standing among peers when he came
into office, from Barack Obama to An-
gela Merkel, Shinzo Abe and David
Cameron, and at 53 years old, is cur-
rently the longest-serving leader in
the G7.

But in the years since his ascent to
the global stage, and over two general
elections, Trudeau and his brand have
become a drag on the party’s fortunes.
Paul Wells, a Canadian political jour-
nalistand the author of Justin Trudeau
on the Ropes, recently told the BBC he
believes Trudeau will be remembered
“as a consequential” prime minister,
notably for providing genuine leader-
ship on issues like indigenous recon-
ciliation and, to some extent, climate
policy.

But he is also one “who felt increas-
ingly out of touch with public opinion
and was increasingly unable to adjust
to changing times”.

On Monday, Trudeau was quick to
tout what he was proud of accom-
plishing in office, including navigat-
ing the tumultuous Covid pandemic,
renegotiating a free trade deal with
the last Trump administration, and
implementing a child benefit widely
seen as helping alleviate poverty.

But a series of ethics scandals early on
began to take the sheen off the new
government - he was found to have vi-
olated federal conflict of interest rules
in the handling of a corruption inqui-
ry — the SNC-Lavalin affair - and for
luxury trips to the Bahamas.

In 2020, he faced scrutiny for picking a
charity with ties to his family to man-
age a major government programme,
In a general election in 2019, his par-
ty was reduced to a minority status,
meaning the Liberals had to rely on
the support of other parties to stay in
power.

Asnap election in 2021 did not improve
their fortunes.

More recently, Trudeau faced head-
winds from cost of living increases
and inflation that have contributed to
election upsets around the world.
There was also frustration in the coun-
try over what was seen as struggles to
deliver on big promises - an agenda
that was “overfilled, overstuffed”, said
Mr Wells - and his handling of issues
like immigration.

Late last year, the Liberals backtracked
on ambitious immigration targets
over concerns the issue was misman-
aged, significantly cutting back on
the number of newcomers allowed in
Canada.

He also sometimes handed his oppo-
nents easy political wins, including
when it came to light that he had
worn black and brown face before
holding office.

After more than nine years in power,
he is among Canada’s longest serving
prime ministers, and there is a gen-
eral sense of fatigue and frustration
with his government.

So the writing was on the wall.

A series of political blows made it clear
Trudeau'’s days were numbered.

Over the summer, voters rejected Lib-
eral candidates in a handful of special
elections in once-safe Liberal seats,
leading to the beginning of internal
party unrest.

He had become an increasingly polar-
ising figure for the electorate - with
Trudeau saying on Monday “it’s time
for a reset” and for the “temperature
to come down” in Canadian politics.
Andrew Perez, a principal at Perez
Strategies, said it will be a challenge
now for the Liberals to distance them-
selves from the Trudeau brand.

“That was a major aspect of their suc-
cess - but that worked until it didn’t,”
the Liberal strategist told the BBC.
Public opinion polls for the Liberals
had reached new depths in recent
weeks, and attempts to change course
with cabinet shuffles and tax breaks
failed to make a dent.

A survey conducted over the holidays
by the Angus Reid Institute suggest-
ed the lowest level of support for the
party in their tracking, dating back to
2014.

Polls suggest the Conservatives - led by
Pierre Poilievre, a 45-year-old career
politician with a talent for a sharp
campaign catchphrase - would win an
election handily if it were held today.
The next election must be held by Oc-
tober, although both Poilievre and
Jagmeet Singh, leader of Canada’s
New Democratic Party, have said they
will seek to send Canadians to the
polls as soon as parliament is back in
March.

The political instability comes as the
country faces a number of challenges -
not least the vow by US President-elect
Donald Trump, who takes office on 20
January, to impose of 25% tariffs on Ca-
nadian goods.

“The majority of the passengers were bound for
connecting flights to Canada. They were families,
many with young children, coming home after
spending the holidays with relatives. They were
international students returning to their studies
after a much-deserved break and visit home. And
they were doctors, dentists and business owners
who made incredible contributions to our commu-
nities.

“The attack on Flight 752 stole the lives of 55 Ca-
nadian citizens, 30 Canadian permanent residents

and many others with connections to our country

and our province. This senseless tragedy brought
up painful memories of the 1985 Air India bomb-
ing, in which 280 Canadians were killed, as well
as other air disasters.

“Today, we remember those we have lost in these
horrific events. We continue to condemn all acts
of terrorism and violence, and we support the fed-
eral government’s work to hold the Islamic Repub-
lic 0? Iran accountable for the attack on Flight 752.
We will always stand with the families of the vic-
tims of Flight 752 as they demand justice for their
loved ones.

“To honour the lives lost aboard Flight 752, as well
as members of the Iranian diaspora who continue
to fight for the rights and freedoms of their peo-
ple, our government is working with the City of
North Vancouver to establish a monument. This
will be a place to gather, a place to remember and
a place to renew our collective resolve to fighting
for justice.

“We will continue working with our partners here
and abroad to ensure everyone can safety travel
around their communities and around the world.”

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A POLITICIAN WAS SHOT DEAD IN BANGKOK. DID
ANOTHER COUNTRY DO IT?

It had all the hallmarks of a
cold-blooded,  professional
assassination.

Next to a well-known temple
in Bangkok’s historic royal
quarter a man is seen on a
security camera video parking
his motorbike, removing his
helmet, so that his face was
clearly visible, and walking
calmly across the road.

A few minutes later shots are
heard. Another man falls to
the ground.

The assassin walks quickly
back to his motorbike,
appearing to throw
something away as he does,
and drives off.

The victim was Lim Kimya,
a 73-year-old former
parliamentarian from the
main Cambodian opposition
party, the CNRP, which
was banned in 2017. He had
been hit in the chest by two
bullets, according to the Thai
police. He had just arrived in
Bangkok with his wife on a
bus from Cambodia,

A police officer attempted
to resuscitate him, but he
was pronounced dead at the
scene.

“He was courageous, with
an independent mind,”
Monovithya Kem, daughter
of the CNRP leader Kem
Sokha, told the BBC.

“No-one but the Cambodian
state would have wanted to

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‘TRUMP 2.0’ LOOMS LARGE OVERTHE
GLOBAL ECONOMY

Inflation, interest rates and
tariffs mean 2025 is shaping up
to be an intriguing year for the
global economy. One in which
growth is expected to remain
at a “stable yet underwhelm-
ing” 3.2%, according to the
International Monetary Fund.
So what might that mean for
all of us?
Exactly a week before Christ-
mas there was a welcome gift
for millions of American bor-
rowers - a third interest rate
cut in a row,
However, stock markets fell
sharply because the world’s
most powerful central banker,
US Federal Reserve chair Je-
rome Powell, made clear they
shouldn’t expect as many fur-
ther cuts in 2025 as they might
have hoped for, as the battle
against inflation continues.
“From here, it’s a new phase,
and we're going to be cautious
about further cuts,” he said.
In recent years, the Covid pan-
demic and the war in Ukraine
have led to sharp price rises
around the world, and al-
though prices are still increas-
tEe pace has slowed mark-
edly.
Despite that, November saw
inflation push up in the US,
eurozone and UK to to 2.7%,
2.2% and 2.6% respectively.
It highlights the difficulties
many central banks facein the
so-called “last mile” of their
battle against inflation. Their
target is 2%, and it might be
easier to achieve if economies
are growing.
However, the biggest difficul-
ty for global growth “is uncer-
tainty, and the uncertainty is
coming from what may come
out of the US under Trump
2.0", says Luis Oganes, who is
head of global macro research
at investment bank JP Mor-
gan.
Since Donald Trump won No-
vember’s election he’s con-
tinued to threaten new tariffs
against key US trading part-
ners, China, Canada and Mex-
ico.
“The US is going into a more
isolationist policy stance, rais-
ing tariffs, trying to provide
more effective protection to
US manufacturing,” says Mr
Oganes,
“And even though that is go-
ing to su%port US growth, at
least in the short term, cer-
tainly it’s going to hurt many
countries that rely on trade

with the US.”

New tariffs “could be partic-
ularly devastating” for Mex-
ico and Canada, but also be
“harmful” to the US, accord-
ing to Maurice Obstfeld, a
former chief economist at the
International Monetary Fund,
and a previous economic advi-
sor to President Obama.

He cites car manufacturing as
an example of an industry that
“depends on a supply chain
that is spread across the three
countries. If you disrupt that
supply chain, you have mas-
sive disruptions in the auto
market”.

That has the potential to push
up prices, reguce demand for
products, and hurt company
profits, which could in turn
drag down investment levels,
he explains.

Mr Obstfeld, who is now with
the Peterson Institute for In-
ternational Economics, adds:
“Introducing these types of
tariffs into a world that is
heavily dependent on trade
could be harmful to growth,
could throw the world into re-
cession.”

The tariffs threats have also
played a role in forcing the
resignation of Canada’s Prime
Minister Justin Trudeau.,

Even though the majority of
what the US and China sell
each other is already subject
to tariffs from Donald Trump’s
first term in office, the threat
of new tariffsis a key challenge
for the world’s second-biggest
economy in the year ahead.

In his new year address Presi-

dent Xi Jinping acknowledged
the “challenges of uncertain-
ties in the external environ-
ment”, but said the economy
was on “an upward trajecto-

Exports of cheap goods from
its factories are crucial to Chi-
na’s economy. A drop off in
demand because tariffs push
prices up would compound
the many domestic challeng-
es, including weak consumer
spending and business invest-
ment, that the government is
trying to tackle.

Those efforts are helping, ac-
cording to the World Bank,
which at the end of December
increased its forecast for Chi-
na’s growth from 4.1% to 4.5%
in 2025.

Beijing has yet to set a growth
target for 2025, but thinks it’s
on course for 5% last year.
“Addressing challenges in the
property sector, strengthening
social safety nets, and improv-
ing local government finances
will be essential to unlocking a
sustained recovery,” according
to the World Bank’s country
director for China, Mara War-
wick,

Those domestic struggles
mean the Chinese govern-
ment is “more welcoming” of
foreign investment, according
to Michael Hart, who is presi-
dent of the American Chamber
of Commerce in China.
Tensions between the US and
China, and tariffs have grown
under the Biden presidency,
meaning some companies
have looked to move produc-
tion elsewhere.

However, Mr Hart points out
that “it took 30 to 40 years for
China to emerge as such a
strong supplier manufactur-
er”, and whilst “companies
have tried to mitigate some
of those risks... no one’s pre-
pared now to completely re-
place China.”

One industry that is likely to
continue to be at the heart of
global trade battles is electric
vehicles. More than 10 mil-
lion were made in China last
year, and that dominance led
the US, Canada and European
Union (EU) to impose tariffs on
them.

Beijing says they’re unfair,
and is challenging them at the
World Trade Organization.
However, it’s the prospect of
Donald Trump imposing tar-
iffs that is concerning the EU.
“Restrictions on trade, pro-
tectionist measures, are not
conducive to growth, and ul-
timately have an impact on
inflation that is largely un-
certain,” the president of the
European Central Bank, Chris-
tine Lagarde, said last month.
“[But] in the short term, it’s
probably net inflationary.”
Germany and France are the
traditional engines of Eu-
rope’s economic growth. But
their poor performance amid
political instability over the
past year means that, despite
a recent uptick in growth, the
eurozone risks losing momen-
tum in the year ahead.

That is, unless consumers
spend more and businesses in-
crease their investments.

In the UK higher prices could

also come as a result of tax and
wage increases, according to
one survey.

One barrier to cutting eu-
rozone interest rates is that
domestic inflation, which fo-
cuses on the prices of items
that are less prone to influence
from external factors, remains
at 4.2%. That’s more than dou-
ble the overall inflation target
of 2%, and strong wage pres-
sure has been a barrier getting
it down further.

It’s been similar in the US ac-
cording to Sander van ‘t Noor-
dende, the chief executive of
Randstad, the world’s biggest
recruitment firm.

“In the US, forinstance, [wage
inflation| is still going to be
around 4% in 2024. In some
Western European countries,
it’s even higher than that.

“I think there’s two factors
there. There’s the talent
scarcity, but there’s also, of
course, the inflation and peo-
ple demanding to get more for
the work they do.”

Mr van ‘t Noordende adds that
many companies are passing
those extra costs on to their
customers, which is adding
upward pressure to general in-
flation.

A slowdown in the global jobs
market reflects a lacﬁ of “dyna-
mism” from companies and
economic growth is key to re-
versing that, he says.

“If the economy is doing well,
businesses are growing, they
start hiring. People see inter-
esting opportunities, and you
just start seeing people mov-
ing around”.

One person starting a new role
in 2025 is Donald Trump, and a
raft of economic plans includ-
ing tax cuts and deregulation
could help the US economy to
continue to thrive.

Whilst much won’t be revealed
before he’s back in the White
House on 20 January, “every-
thing points to continued US
exceptionalism at the expense
of the rest of the world,” says
JP Morgan's Mr Oganes.

He's hopeful that inflation
and interest rates can contin-
ue to come down around the
world, but warns that “a lot of
it will depend on what are the
policies that get deployed, par-
ticularly from the US.”
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Indian Real Estate Attracts USD 11.4 Billion in Equity Investments in 2024

New Delhi, Jan 10 (PTI) Indian
real estate attracted equity invest-
ments of USD 11.4 billion last year,
up 54 per cent annually, mainly
from developers and institutional
investors, according to CBRE.

The growth in equity investments
was made in land acquisitions as
well as developments across all
asset classes of real estate, real es-
tate consultant CBRE said in a re-
port released on Friday.

Domestic investments remained
the primary driver, with around
70 per cent share in total equity
investments in 2024 calendar year.
Singapore, the US, and Canada
cumulatively contributed more
than 25 per cent of the total equity
investments in Indian real estate

in 2024. Developers led the way in
capital inflows, capturing around
44 per cent of the total equity in-
vestments in 2024, followed by in-
stitutional players at 36 per cent,
corporations at 11 per cent, REITs
at 4 per cent, and other categories
comprising around 5 per cent.

Anshuman Magazine, Chairman
& CEO - India, South-East Asia,
Middle East & Africa, CBRE, said,
“We expect to see sustained mo-
mentum in investment activity,
particularly in built-up office as-
sets and residential development
sites. The increasing focus on e-
commerce and quick commerce is
set to drive robust growth in the
logistics and warehousing sector,
creating new opportunities for

both developers and investors.”

In terms of asset classes, equity
investments in 2024 were majorly
driven by land/development sites,
which accounted for 39 per cent of
the total share.

This was followed by the office
sector at 32 per cent, retail at 9 per
cent, residential at 8 per cent, in-
dustrial and logistics (I&L) at 6 per
cent, hotels at 2 per cent, and oth-
er segments making up more than
4 per cent.Sunil Pareek, Executive
Director at Assetz Property Group,
said this reflects the sector’s re-
markable transformation, driven
by reforms.

“Post-COVID resilience and pre-
miumisation trend, with luxury
and premium properties leading

growth in the residential seg-
ment, have also enhanced global
investor confidence. This overall
effect and drawing of investments
across commercial, warehous-
ing, residential, data centres and
emerging asset classes is reinforc-
ing India’s position as a dynamic
and trustworthy real estate mar-
ket,” Pareek said.
